
 

Reader’s Typika for use at home on Sundays 
 
The ‘Reader’ may be the most senior person present – e.g. a parent or 
grandparent, according to the situation – or simply the most confident 
reader or singer. The parts marked for the ‘Choir’ can be read or sung by 
everyone together, or by one person alone. Music for some parts may be 
found on the website: www.orthodoxcommunityrugby.com/choir/ 
 

If no one present is a confident singer, the service can be chanted on one 
note, or simply read. You may prefer to use parts of the service in your own 
language. If so, please make sure that the prayers are read from an 
Orthodox prayer book or service book. 
 

Sections in red (marked ) will change from week to week. A separate 
sheet containing these sections will be provided on the website. 
 

Before the Service 
The service should be said in front of the household icons – e.g. in the 
family icon corner. If practical, and if they are available, a Cross and a 
Book of the Gospels (or a copy of New Testament, or a Bible) should be 
placed on a table in front of the icons. A lamp or candle, and incense, if 
available, should be lit before the service begins.

The Gospel is read by the most senior person present – e.g. a parent or 
grandparent – according to the situation. The Gospel is read in a normal 
speaking voice. 
 

Reader: The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to N. 
Choir: Glory be to Thee, O Lord, glory be to Thee. 
 

After the Gospel: 
Choir: Glory be to Thee, O Lord, glory be to Thee. 

In place of the AUGMENTED LITANY, the Choir sings: 
Lord, have mercy. (x 9) 
 

PRAYER TO THE LORD OF HOSTS 
Reader: Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, both 
now and ever and unto ages of ages. Amen. 

Remember us, O Lord, when Thou comest into Thy Kingdom. (Reverence) 

Remember us, O Master, when Thou comest into Thy Kingdom. (Reverence)

I sought the Lord, and he answered me, and delivered me from 
all my fears. Look to Him, and be radiant; so your faces shall never be 
ashamed. This poor man cried, and the Lord heard him, and saved him 
out of all his troubles. The angel of the Lord encamps around those who 
fear Him, and delivers them. O taste and see that the Lord is good! Happy 
is the man who takes refuge in Him! O fear the Lord, you His saints, for 
those who fear Him have no want. The young lions suffer want and 
hunger; but those who seek the Lord lack no good thing. Come, O sons, 
listen to me, I will teach you the fear of the Lord.

Venerable and God-bearing Fathers; of our Father among the Saints, 
Chad, Bishop of Lichfield, Patron and Protector of our Community; of the 
Holy and Righteous Ancestors of Christ, Joachim and Anna; and of all the 
Saints, have mercy upon us and save us.

All kiss the Gospel Book (or New Testament, or Bible) and the Cross placed 
on the table. When all have done so, the reader or choir sings slowly:
