Troparion of the Resurrection in Tone 4  [Music on website / Green Book page 8] 
When the women disciples of the Lord learned from the angel  
the joyous message of Thy Resurrection, 
they cast away the ancestral curse 
and elatedly told the apostles:

EPISTLE 
The Reading from the Epistle of the Holy Apostle Paul to the Galatians. 
Ye Brethren: A man is not justified by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ; even we 
have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in Christ, and not by works of the law, 
because by works of the law shall no one be justified. But if, in our endeavour to be justified in 
Christ, we ourselves were found to be sinners, is Christ then an agent of sin? Certainly not! But if I 
build up again those things which I tore down, then I prove myself a transgressor. For I through the 
law died to the law, that I might live to God. I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who 
live, but Christ who lives in me; and the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, 
who loved me and gave himself for me.           [Galatians 2:16-20] 
Ye Brethren: To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. To one is given 
through the Spirit the utterance of wisdom, and to another the utterance of knowledge according to the 
same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, to another 
the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another the ability to distinguish between spirits, to 
another various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. All these are inspired by one 
and the same Spirit, who apportions to each one individually as he wills.            [1 Corinthians 12:7-11]

GOSPEL 
The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to Luke.  
The Lord spoke this parable: “The land of a rich man brought forth plentifully; and he thought to 
himself, ‘What shall I do, for I have nowhere to store my crops?’ And he said, ‘I will do this: I will 
pull down my barns, and build larger ones; and there I will store all my grain and my goods. And I 
will say to my soul, Soul, you have ample goods laid up for many years; take your ease, eat, drink, be 
merry.’ But God said to him, ‘Fool! This night your soul is required of you; and the things you have 
prepared, whose will they be?’ So is he who lays up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward 
God.” As he said this, Jesus called out, “He who has ears to hear, let him hear.”            [Luke 12:16-21] 
At that time: Jesus called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, 
to cast them out, and to heal every disease and every infirmity. These twelve Jesus sent out, 
charging them, “Go nowhere among the Gentiles, and enter no town of the Samaritans, but go rather 
to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. And preach as you go, saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at 
hand. Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, cast out demons. You received without paying, 
give without pay.
