My soul has waited 
for Thy word; my soul has hoped on the Lord. 

V. (4) From the morning watch until night, from the morning watch, let 
Israel hope on the Lord. 

V. (3) For with the Lord there is mercy, and with Him is plenteous 
redemption, and He will deliver Israel from all his iniquities. 

(2) Praise the Lord, all nations! Praise Him, all peoples! 

V. (1) For His mercy is confirmed on us, and the truth of the Lord 
endures forever.
